Thank you for your interest in Stanford property.  I’m writing to mention that any reexport or transfer of the U.S.-origin item[s] identified below [ is/are ] subject to U.S. export control regulations.  These regulations include the International Traffic in Arms Regulations (ITAR), the Export Administration Regulations (EAR) and regulations administered by the Treasury Department’s Office of Foreign Assets Control (OFAC).  It’s unlawful under these U.S. export control regulations to reexport or transfer these items to any unauthorized destination, or to any U.S. sanctioned country, person or entity
 or to divert or use these items for any proliferation activity, including but not limited to the design, development, production, stockpiling or use of any nuclear explosive device, chemical or biological weapons, or missiles without first obtaining an export license from the appropriate U.S. government agency.

Additionally, individuals and organizations outside the U.S. found to have violated U.S. export control regulations may be prohibited from receiving U.S.-origin goods, technology or services, or contracting with the U.S. government or may have their property and other assets in the U.S. blocked or frozen.  In addition, foreign persons found to have violated U.S. export control regulations that later come under U.S. jurisdiction may become subject to criminal and civil penalties.  

Please have an applicable institutional official reply to me with a statement as follows:  “(Name of Institutional Official) acknowledges on behalf of (Name of Institution) that I have read and have understood Stanford University’s “Notification on the Reexport and Use of Items Subject to U.S. Export Control Regulations”.
